For Leaders:   Biographical Information for your class listing 

We need a concise, third-person description of who you are!    This will go under your teleclass listing on the eMinistry website.   It will help potential participants know that YOU are the person who can give them the information and training they’re seeking. 

Things you may want to include (not necessarily in this order):

· Your current position/work/ministry/title and where you’re located.

· What you’ve done related to the specific ministry topic of your class.  For example, you’ve

· been involved in this ministry for X number of years

· served on XYZ committee, agency, group or commission

· written an article or book about it

· helped other people start this kind of ministry 

· taught a class or led a workshop on it

or

· you’re passionate about this ministry and you know how to get others excited about it!

· you love to teach and to introduce others to this topic

· Any personal bit of information – unusual, humorous, intriguing – that will give people a sense of you as a person, and that you feel comfortable sharing. 

· Any link to you and your ministry that you want anyone who visits the eMinistry website to have access to.   

· You may want to reserve such a personal link for the people who take your class.

· If you do want to include the link in your bio, make sure it is one which gives specific and additional information about you and your ministry.  The link will aid people who want to find out more about you or this ministry before they commit to a class. 

· Links to related church-wide ministry resources or websites will go on the Links or Resources webpages.

We can help with editing suggestions for your bio.  We’ll make sure you approve any changes before your bio goes online.  EMINISTRY retains the final right of approval over what goes on the website, but will do everything possible to make sure that you are happy with it. 

PICTURE:   We need a good digital picture of you – one that you like!  It should be a head shot, or a picture that we can crop/reduce to a headshot.  We’ll edit it down for you and make you like it before it goes on the website.
